Riders must wear blue or black
coats with hunting ties, (stocks), correct riding hats and leather or
string gloves. No buttonholes or earrings allowed.

15.  SPURS are not permitted including the use of spurs in collecting rings.

16. HATS All competitors must wear hats in accordance with BSPS
rules.

17. BODY PROTECTORS MUST be worn when jumping in any WHP and
WH classes including practice rings. See BSPS Rule 50

18.  All entries and stabling fees MUST be paid in full when entries are
made. NO entries will be accepted by telephone.

Incorrect entries will be refused. ANY CHEQUE that is not honoured by
the Bank will be returned to the exhibitor with their entries, and these
WILL NOT be accepted.

A £10 surcharge will be charged for stables cancelled prior to the
closing date of entries.

NO entry fee will be refunded NO REFUNDS on stables cancelled after the
closing date of entries.

For the purpose of this clause, “Event of Force Majeure” means an act of God including but
not limited to fire, flood, earthquake, windstorm or other natural disaster, act of any sovereign
including but not limited to war, invasion, act of foreign enemies, hostilities (whether war be
declared or not) civil war, rebellion, revolution, insurrection, military or usurped power or
confiscation, nationalisation, requisition, destruction or damage to property by or under the
order of any government or public or local authority or imposition of government sanction
embargo or similar action; law, judgement, order, decree, embargo, blockade, labour dispute
including but not limited to strike, lockout or boycott; interruption or failure of utility service
including but not limited to electric power, gas, water or telephone service; failure of the
transportation of any personnel equipment, machinery supply or material required by BSPS
for the provision of show services breach of contract by any essential personnel; any other
matter or cause beyond the control of BSPS.

Upon the cancellation of the Winter Championships Show, BSPS shall return all Winter
Championship Show entry fees to the entrants, however in certain circumstances the Society
reserve the right to retain a fair percentage of the fees when the Society has incurred
expenses.
