CLASSES 
Classes with 4 or less entries may be amalgamated. In the event of amalgamation there will only be one set of prize money and 

rosettes.  Classes with 4 or less entries no prize money will be given. 

AWARDS 
Rosettes will be awarded to 8th     Sashes will be awarded to all Champions and Reserve Champions, the winning Teams and the 

winners of Leading Rein, First Ridden, Cradle and Nursery Stakes classes and the first six placed ponies in the Tiny Tots classes. 

Clear round rosettes to competitors in the Desert Orchid Classes. Finalists’ rosettes to all competitors in the QUALIFYING 

classes.  Special Rosettes will be awarded to all competitors in the Non qualifying Lead Rein, First Ridden, Tiny Tots, Cradle 

Stakes and Heritage Lead Rein and First Ridden classes, Sashes to The Grange Bank Stud Awards. 
 

TROPHIES 
All trophies are CHALLENGE Trophies and must be returned to the BSPS Office when requested. Exhibitors will be required to 

sign for trophies before taking them away. 

CLASHING OF CLASSES 
Every endeavour has been made to avoid classes clashing, but if an exhibitor finds the times of their classes overlap, it is 

suggested permission be obtained from the stewards to jump out of turn in the WHP classes and give individual shows ridden and 

in–hand early in the Show Pony classes, then leave the pony with an attendant. The attendant may not ride the pony. Classes will 

not be held up for missing competitors. Exhibitors are reminded to consider clashing of either pony or riders before entering. 
 

COMPETITORS LEAVING THE RING TO COMPETE IN OTHER CLASSES 
When a competitor asks for permission to leave the ring to compete in another class (except HOYS qualifying classes), the 

Steward will notify the Show Office, who will then check that the competitor is competing in another class.  If it is 

discovered that the competitor is not actually in another class, they will not be allowed to return to the original class or be 

considered in the results.  

Ponies and Riders must be back into the ring for the final walk round in Flat classes that are not marked. 

METHOD OF JUDGING FLAT CLASSES 
THE CLASSES WILL NOT BE SPLIT.     Blue Riband, Champion of Champions and Open Classes will be judged on Marks. 

The Challenge, Novice, Best of the Best Area Supreme, First Season, Part bred, Tiny Tots flat classes, and the Ronnie Marmont 

Championship will not be marked. 

DECLARATIONS AND ORDER OF JUMPING 
All competitors (or their representatives) in W.H.P.,   MUST report to the collecting ring Steward at least 15 minutes before the 

commencement of their classes. Unless you do this the Stewards will assume that you do not intend to compete and close the 

class. All WHP Classes on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday ponies will compete in catalogue order and on Friday and 

Saturday in reverse catalogue order unless there is a good reason not to, when special arrangements should be made with the 

collecting ring Steward at the beginning of the class.

BYLAWS 
All exhibitors shall be considered as having read the following regulations, and all persons entering, competing, or otherwise 

taking part in the classes, are subject to the Constitution and Rules of the BSPS, including the Disciplinary Procedures, and shall 

be deemed to have consented to the jurisdiction of the BSPS.  
 

 

DRESS FOR EVENING PERFORMANCE 

Riders may wear WHITE or Black coats with hunting ties (stocks) correct riding hats (see below) and leather or string gloves. No 

Buttonholes or earrings 

BODY PROTECTORS 

Body Protectors MUST be worn when jumping in all WHP and WH classes (Including Tiny Tots, Cradle and Nursery Stakes, 

WSP. LRWSP and Training Stakes) and in collecting rings (practice jumps. 

RIDING HATS Correctly secured Skull Caps/Riding Hats IN ACCORDANCE WITH BSPS Rule 43 in the 2025 BSPS Rule and 

Show Handbook MUST be worn and in all classes, and at all times when mounted.   In the interest of Health and Safety the BSPS 

Council are determined that exhibitors shall comply with this Rule.  

Authorised spot checks will be made and exhibitors breaking this Rule will not be allowed to compete.   
 

When Mounted correct Dress including Footwear with heels MUST be worn. 
 

SPURS - Spurs are NOT PERMITTED including the use of Spurs in collecting rings, except for competitors in the Horse classes. 

GADGETS Only tack or spurs that are permissible in the ring in BSPS Classes is allowed on the showground while mounted. 

STALLION BADGES - Stallions must wear a Stallion badge on their bridles AT ALL TIMES (including working in) Stallion 

Badges are available at the show. 

JUDGES AND JUDGING   The Judges' decisions are final. The Committee reserve the right to substitute, add or remove any 

Judge from any class or championship. 

CANCELLED OR AMALGAMATED OR SPLIT CLASSES The Committee reserve the right to cancel, amalgamate or split 

classes. 

STEWARDS AND OFFICIALS - All Stewards give up their time freely, they are there solely for the benefit of competitors, so 

please be polite and helpful to them, even if you are under pressure. 
 

GROOMS - Grooms must be neatly dressed and must wear suitable hats when attending ponies in the ring. 
 

WALKING COURSES Riders and attendants walking the WH or WHP courses MUST be neatly dressed and wear suitable hats. 

WHP COLLECTING RING  - PONIES CAN ONLY BE WARMED UP OVER THE PRACTICE RING FENCES BY 

THE RIDERS COMPETING IN THE CLASS 

SOUNDNESS - All animals must be sound. Any entry which may appear unsound will be examined by the Veterinary Surgeon. 

The Veterinary Surgeon's opinion is final. No class will be delayed for such an examination. 

DISEASE - Any animal found to be suffering from any contagious or infectious disease shall be removed from the Showground 

and stables, at the request of the Veterinary Surgeon. 

HORSE WALKS - The horse walks must be adhered to. 

DISQUALIFICATION - The Show Committee retain the right to refuse or cancel any entry at their discretion. Any person or 

persons found to have entered any of the rings mounted, or to have jumped any of the jumps used in connection with the classes, 

before the commencement of their class, will be disqualified. 

EQUINE PASSPORTS/INFLUENZA VACCINATION CERTIFICATES. 

Exhibitors are required to have Passports for all horses/ponies when competing at the show and up to date Equine 

Inoculation Certificate for each of their exhibits in accordance with Rule 62a in the 2025 BSPS Rule and Show 

Handbook.  Any exhibitor found without a passport or valid certificates for all their animals will be asked to leave the 

Showground. 

WELFARE POLICY 

The Society will enforce their Welfare Policy at this show.  Ponies will be monitored in collecting rings, stable areas and warming 

up areas to ensure all exhibitors abide by the Welfare Policy. 

ANY HORSE OR PONY ON THE SHOWGROUND SHALL BE LIABLE TO DOPE TESTING. 
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OBJECTIONS   Objections MUST be made in writing with the objector's full name and address within ONE HOUR of the 

allocation of Awards in the class concerned and must be lodged at the Secretary's Office together with the sum of £25.00 deposit. 

This sum will be returned if the objection is sustained, but if the objection is not sustained the deposit will be forfeited to the funds 

of the BSPS Championships Show.  The Objection Committee will consist of the Chairman, Vice Chairman, Show Director, 

Executive Officer, Course Director, Showground Director, Company Secretary any other Official if applicable. Any objection 

against a J.M.B. Certificate must be lodged in accordance with the current J.M.B. Rules. Any objection against the judging of a 

class or championship must be referred to the BSPS in accordance with Rule 73, in the BSPS 2025 Rule and Show handbook. 
 

RESPONSIBILITY AND CONTROL  Any pony which is not under complete control or in any way constitutes a danger, shall 

be removed from the Showground. The Chairman, Vice Chairman or Show Director shall have power to suspend or remove from 

the Showground anyone who may infringe any of the Regulations or Rules, or whose conduct shall, in the opinion of the 

Chairman, Vice Chairman or Show Director be derogatory or prejudicial to the interests of the BSPS or who may be guilty of any 

act or omission involving cruelty or unnecessary suffering to an animal. 

Exhibitors shall be responsible for the behaviour of their assistants and riders and all persons in charge of exhibits shall be subject 

to the instructions given by the Show Officials. 

Neither the BSPS or any of its officers, assistants or stewards shall in any way be responsible for any loss, injury or damages that 

may happen to exhibitors or their assistants or other members of the public, or to any animal or property or to any vehicle brought 

into the Showground or on any premises used in conjunction with the Show, or while entering or leaving the same. 

It is necessary all exhibitors carry Public Liability Insurance for an adequate Indemnity to protect against their negligence 

including any injury caused by their animals or property. 

You accept being around horses and riding at any standard has inherent risk and that all horses may react unpredictably on 

occasions. You may fall off and could be injured, or be injured by another horse. By entering you accept these risks. It is 

advisable you take out your own Personal Accident insurance to cover you against the risks of injury. 
 

WARNING!! Children, Motorcycles, Bicycles, Scooters, Skateboards, Roller blades. 

Children MUST NOT be allowed to play on the bales of straw. Motorcycles, bicycles, skateboards, roller blades, Scooters or 

roller skates will NOT be allowed to be used around the Showground or stable area at any time. 
 

IMPORTANT NOTICE 

The show Committee would like to emphasise to ALL MEMBERS that it is an offence for a person under the age of 18 years to 

purchase or consume alcoholic drinks. It is also illegal and extremely irresponsible for persons over the age of 18 years to 

purchase drinks for minors. A breach of this regulation not only jeopardises the alcohol licence carried by the BSPS but leaves the 

offender and the BSPS open to prosecution. We do ask that Members respect the regulations in the interests of the continued 

benefit to fellow Members.  Under-age driving on the Showground will not be tolerated.  Any offenders will be asked to leave the 

Show. 
 

CANCELLATION 

The BSPS shall be entitled to cancel the Championships Show. 

1) upon the serving of notice to the entrant of such cancellation, not less than 48 hours prior to the Championships Show: or 

2) an Event of Force Majeure occurs 

For the purpose of this clause, “Event of Force Majeure” means an act of God including but not limited to fire, flood, earthquake, 

windstorm or other natural disaster, act of any sovereign including but not limited to war, invasion, act of foreign enemies, 

hostilities (whether war be declared or not) civil war, rebellion, revolution, insurrection, military or usurped power or confiscation, 

nationalisation, requisition, destruction or damage to property by or under the order of any government or public or local authority 

or imposition of government sanction embargo or similar action; law, judgement, order, decree, embargo, blockade, labour dispute 

including but not limited to strike, lockout or boycott; interruption or failure of utility service including but not limited to electric 

power, gas, water or telephone service; failure of the transportation of any personnel equipment, machinery supply or material 

required by BSPS for the provision of show services breach of contract by any essential personnel; any other matter or cause 

beyond the control of BSPS. 

Upon the cancellation of the Championships Show, BSPS shall return a percentage of Championship Show entry fees to the 

entrants, however in certain circumstances the Society reserve the right to retain the stabling fees when the Society has incurred 

expenses. 

BSPS shall not be liable to the show entrants in contract, tort, negligence, breach of statutory duty or otherwise for any loss, 

damage, costs or expenses of any nature whatsoever incurred or suffered by the show entrants of an indirect or consequential 

nature including without limitation any economic loss or other loss of turnover, profits, business or goodwill. Any notice served in 

accordance with this clause shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been duly given if left at or sent by post or email to the 

entrant at the address or relevant telecommunications number for such entrant or such other address as the entrant may from time 

to time designate.
